2. Adware - Adware is a type of malware that displays unwanted
advertisements on computers and mobile devices.

3. Ransomware: - Ransomware is a type of malware that
can lock your files and computer and then demand a

ransom for its release. The user has to pay a ransom
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(price) to the criminals to retrieve data. Once the amount

is paid the victim can resume using his/her system.
