The main occupation of the Harappan people was agriculture. The finding of
grain grains during excavation indicates this. But clear information about the
methods of agriculture has not been received. Signs of plowing of fields
have been found from Kalibangan. The picture of Taurus found on seals also
indicates this. On this basis, archaeologists estimate that oxen were used to
plow the fields. Plows made of clay have also been found at many sites.
Evidence has also been found which shows that two crops were grown
simultaneously.

The main agricultural tool was the hoe and stone or metal blades were
attached to wooden handles for harvesting crops. Irrigation in most
Harappan areas.

The means were developed because this area is semi-arid in nature. The
main means of irrigation were canals and wells. Remains of canals have
been found in Afghanistan. Wells have been found almost everywhere and a
reservoir has been found in Dholavira. Probably water would have been
stored in it for irrigation.

The remains of needles recovered from the excavation show that they used to wear
stitched clothes.

Women wore braids, men had long hair and beards and moustaches.
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Economic life of Harappan civilization:-

The economy of the Harappan civilization was mainly agrarian, but trade and
animal husbandry were also prevalent. One of the main reasons for the
fertility of the Indus region was the floods coming from the Indus River. The
people here used to grow grains like wheat, barley, rye, peas, jowar etc. In
the Harappan civilization, cotton cultivation was first started and
construction of granaries was a major feature. Apart from this, dogs,
chickens, bulls, cows, buffaloes, goats, sheep, pigs etc. were reared. These
people used them for milk, meat and agricultural purposes and for carrying
loads.

Kabir- Kabir ji had special attention among saint poets. The main teachings were:
1. He rejected polytheism and idol worship.
2. “He emphasized Naam Simran using the Sufi principles of Zikr and Ishq.

3. According to Kabir, the ultimate truth or God is one, even though people of
different sects call him by different names.

4. He described God as formless. According to him, salvation i.e. liberation can be
achieved through devotion.

5. He opposed religious ostentation among both Hindus and Muslims.

6. He was against caste discrimination.
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Communication of ideas:- Kabir ji expressed his ideas in the colloquial
language of poetry which could be easily understood. Sometimes he also
used the language of seed writing which was difficult. After his death, his
followers communicated his ideas through their propaganda.

Sri Guru Nanak Dev Ji

Sri Guru Nanak Dev Ji (1469-1539) was born in Nankana Sahib, Punjab.
This place is now in Pakistan. He received primary education in Hindi and
mathematics and also acquired knowledge of Persian and Arabic. He got
married at a young age. He spent most of his time among Sufi and Bhakti
saints. He also traveled far and wide. His main teachings are-

1. He preached Nirguna Bhakti. He rejected all external ostentation of religion.

2. For them the Supreme Lord (God) had no shape or form.

3.

He suggested a simple way to worship God and that was constant remembrance

and chanting of the name.

Communication of thoughts:- Guru Nanak Dev Ji expressed his thoughts in
words in Punjabi language.

Sufism was organized into many paths or sequences. The literal meaning of
Silsila is chain, which represents a continuous relationship between the
Sheikh and the Murid. Sufi order can be mainly divided into two parts: Ba-
Sharia (Ba-Sharia) and Ba-Sharia (Ba-Sharia). The meaning of Ba-Shara
was - those who follow Islamic law 1.e. Sharia. Be-shara meant such matters
which were not bound by Sharia. Because of disobeying Sharia, he was
known as Be-Shara.

It is noteworthy that the law that guides the Muslim community is Sharia.
Sharia is based on Quran Sharif and Hadith. Hadith means traditions related
to the Prophet. The remembered words and activities of the Prophet also
come under these. When Islam spread outside the Arab region (where the
morals were different), Kriyas i.e. reasoning based on analogy and Ijmaa i.e.
the consensus of the community also started being considered as the source
of law. There were some similarities and some differences between the
Sharia and Ba-Sharia sequences.

Uniformities-

1. Both Silsilas believed in one God. According to them Allah is one. He is
supreme, omnipotent and omnipresent.

2. Both emphasized on complete surrender before Allah.
3. Both attached great importance to the Pir or Guru.

4. Both laid great emphasis on worship. According to him, man could attain
freedom from the world only by worshiping Allah.

Difference-
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1. Ba-Sharia groups followed Sharia, but non-Sharia were not bound by Sharia.

12. Ba -Sharia Sufi saint lived in Khankaho. Khangah is a Persian word, which
means hermitage. In Khangah, Pir (Sufi saint i.e. Guru) lived with his murids
1.e. disciples. The control of Khanqah was in the hands of Sheikh, (in Arabic
language) Pir or Murshid (in Persian language).

3. Non-Sharia Sufi saints despised Khangahs and lived the life of mystics and
fakirs, they were known by the names Qalandar, Madari, Malang, Haidari
ete.

4. Ba-Sharia Sufi saints did not believe in leading a life of poverty. Many of them
participated in the politics of the Sultanate and established relations with the
Sultans and Amirs. Such Sufi saints sometimes even accepted court posts.

Social reasons-

1. In 1813 AD, Christian missionaries got a chance to come to India. After this,
these Christian missionaries started establishing their institutions at various
places in India. Due to this, a fear began to emerge among Indians that the
British were somewhere trying to convert us to Christianity. Meanwhile, the
British thought that English should be made the medium of instruction in
higher educational institutions.
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2. As the British Empire expanded in India, the British started emphasizing their
ethnic superiority and started calling Indians uncivilized. The British started
considering it their responsibility to civilize the Indians. The British made
many efforts to civilize Indians, such as banning the practice of Sati,
prohibition of child marriage, widow remarriage, etc.

3. The British said that we are not ruling the Indians for ourselves, but we are
ruling them to civilize the Indians. All these things became distasteful to the
Indians. The British had started openly discriminating between blacks and
whites in India. commercial purpose-

1. The core of all the company's policies in India was to increase its profits by
economically exploiting India. Thus, there was a natural conflict between the
interests of the East India Company and the Indian people.

2. Farmers were greatly exploited by the Permanent Settlement, Ryotwari system
and Mahalwadi system and they got trapped in the vicious cycle of poverty.

3. Economic exploitation and complete destruction of its traditional economic
structure impoverished farmers, artisans, handicraftsmen and a large number
of traditional landlords.

4. While 27%, 71% tax was levied on muslin and calico cotton exported from India
to England and 90% tax was levied on silk clothes respectively, the duty on
goods coming to India was there was a tax of 35% on English cotton and silk
clothes and 2% on warm clothes.

5. The result of this policy of the British was that Indian cotton and silk cloth
stopped going to England. This had a very bad impact on India's textile

industry.

Nature of the rebellion of 1857:-

(A) Military rebellion-

(a) The main basis of the rebellion of 1857 was prepared by the soldiers.

(b) The most important and immediate cause of the rebellion was the issue of
greased cartridges.
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(c) The rebellion did not spread throughout the country. It remained limited to
those cities and areas where there were military posts and cantonments.

(d) The British government did not face much difficulty in suppressing the
rebellion, because it.

There was no cooperation and support from the common people.
(B) First freedom struggle:-

(a) Lakhs of artisans, farmers and soldiers fought shoulder to shoulder against
British rule. It was propagated in every village by wandering ascetics, fakirs
and madaris.

(b) Hindus and Muslims unitedly participated in the movement. Bahadur Shah was
unanimously adopted among all the rebels the emperor accepted.

(c) In almost all the centers of rebellion, the common people took active part
against the British rule.

(d) The area of rebellion was quite wide. In many native princely states and states,
the ruling class cooperated with the British government and Despite being
supporters, the army and the public took active part in the rebellion.
