Information received daily shows how unjustly the salt tax has been
constructed. To prevent the use of salt without paying tax (which was
sometimes up to fourteen times the salt's value), the government destroyed
salt that it could not sell at a profit. Therefore it imposes tax on a vitally
important need of the nation; It prevents the people from producing it and
destroys what nature has produced without any labour. Therefore, this
unjust policy of not being able to use something yourself for any reason
and not allowing others to use it and thus destroying that thing cannot be
described by any adjective. From various sources I am hearing stories of
wanton destruction of this national treasure in all parts of India. Many, if
not all, salt marshes are reported to have been destroyed on the Konkan
coast. I have come to know such things from Dandi also. Wherever there is
a possibility of people living near such areas taking away natural salt for
their personal use, the authorities should immediately take action.
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I are appointed whose only work is to destroy. In this way, precious national
wealth is destroyed through national expenditure and salt is taken away
from the mouth of the people.

Salt monopoly is a kind of all-round curse. This deprives people of valuable
accessible village industries.It causes immense destruction of the wealth
produced in abundance by nature. This destruction only means more
national expenditure. Fourth, and the culmination of this stupidity is the
extortion of more than a thousand percent from the starving people. This
tax has remained in existence for a long time only because of the
indifference of the common people. Today the public has woken up enough
so this tax has to be abolished. How quickly it will be eliminated depends
on the ability of the people.
