India has often been accused of adopting a big brotherly attitude hoping to become an important
regional player by interfering in the internal affairs of smaller countries and at times, even trying to
bully smaller nation states, a position often misunderstood and misrepresented.

1. Inlooking into India’s strategic location, being the only country that borders other, India
cannot afford to overlook issues affecting these countries as any untoward incident in
smaller nations will have its impact on India. 2. In the case of the Bangladesh war of 1971,
with Pakistan facing the biggest internal crisis with East Pakistan resisting and protesting
against the dominance of West Pakistan, India separating the two was largely impacted by
the crisis. 3, Though India was accused of conspiring against Pakistan, trying to break the
country, India was severely impacted by increased volatile situation in East Pakistan. 4.
Bangladesh crisis reveals how India itself became a victim of the internal crisis that surfaced

Foreign policy bears resemblance with the views of political elites of a country. Initially, Pt.
Nehru’s personality had a significant influence on the formulation and implementation of India’s

foreign policy. He wanted to project himself as a champion of world peace so he gave an ideal
content to the country’s foreign policy.

a. It is in this context that Nehru always desired peace not merely as an ideal but also as an
essential condition for its own security. According to Pt. Nehru, peace for India was not ‘Specific
Neutralism’ but an active positive approach towards international relations and problems,
leading to the easing of tensions by means of resolving disputes.
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b. Being the chief architect of India’s foreign policy, Pt Nehru’s ideology guided India’s foreign
policy principles. We may give an example of how Pt. Nehru aptly remarked that anti-colonialism
and anti-imperialism are the kernels of India’s foreign policy and, accordingly, conducted external
relations. For instance, India openly supported the anti-colonial movement in many parts of Asia
and Africa. India also raised its voice against Pakistan when latter was trying to crush the people
of Bangladesh in 1971.

c. This is one of the main characteristics of India’s foreign policy. NAM was a reaction to the cold
war politics, whereby newly independent countries decided not to align themselves with either
of the blocs and not become part of their arms race. They instead decided to help in reducing
the tensed atmosphere.

d. The Panchsheel agreement signed with China in 1954 has been reiterated time and again. It
also regulates India’s relations with other countries.

e. It was after the Chinese aggression in 1962 that the foreign policy of India was given a
pragmatic approach as a result of which, it could fight thee war with Pakistan. Apart from Nehru,
India’s foreign policy has also been influenced by Sardar Patel, Gandhi, Krishna Menon and Mrs.
Indira Gandhi.

Regional movements have been an integral part of Indian politics. Although many regional
movements started with the demand for greater autonomy leading to demand for secessionism
from the Indian Union, posing a threat to the national integration, resulting in widespread
violence, such regional aspiration are very much part of the democratic politics. However, not all
movements necessarily demand separatism or secessionism from Indian Union, they rather
demand solution by being an integral part of the country.

We may give examples of some regional movements that demanded greater autonomy and
separate statehood. For example, demands for political autonomy arose when the non-Assamese
felt that the Assam Government was imposing the Assamese language. Tribal communities
wanted a separate tribal state for themselves, resulting in the creation of Meghalaya, Mizoram
and Arunachal Pradesh out of Assam. Tripura and Manipur were upgraded into states too. We
may also give example of the Dravidain movement. We may give examples of the creation of the
state of Chhattisgarh and Uttarakhand on ethnic basis and also to bring about balanced regional
development. The creation of Telengana can also be seen in this context.
